Kiddush directions — Kehillat Yedidya

During the week before the kiddush:

Responsibilities of the coordinator:

o Beintouch with the kiddush team members and make sure they
will be at kiddush

o Assign food for each kiddush team member to bring

o Assign a kiddush team member to fill water pitchers and
SodaStream bottles.

o Assign a kiddush team member to wash soiled tablecloths and
towels at home. (took out the thing about Marc as if there’s a
platta needed | know and | contact him, the kiddush team don’t
know)

Other Kiddush Toranim

if you can't do your assigned toranut you need to find a swap and let the
coordinator know. The kiddush toranut list is on the website.

Recommended Food Quantities
At a regular kiddush we set up four tables of food and one table for grape juice/
wine and drinks suggested list of food for the entire kiddush:
e 1kghummus
o 4 small (250 g each) containers of other dips
« sliced vegetables, enough for 4 platters
o sliced fruit, enough for 4 platters
o 1kgcrackers
« cakes and cookies, preferably home baked equivalent of 6-8 loaves
o NO KIDS” MUNCHIES as per request from kids’ coordinator
o NO soft drinks are needed



At Shul (Day of):

In advance of kiddush:

Water pitchers and SodaStream bottles should be filled and refrigerated by a
kiddish team member as early as possible and at least two hours before
kiddush.

Used and full CO; bulbs for making soda are stored on the shelf on the bottom
cabinet in the corner to the left of the sink. When we’re down to the last CO,
bulb, please inform Sheldon Salzberg (sheldon.salzberg@gmail.com)

Start setting up after Kedusha of Mussaf.

Set up five tables and put cloths on all tables including the drinks table. They are
in the labelled drawers.

Place food, water and soda on all tables and wine and grape juice on one. Use
reusable cups not disposables.

Drinking cups and plates are stored in labelled cupboards. Shot glasses are stored
to the right of the urn on a shelf in a plastic basket.

Platters, trays and baskets from the kitchen can be used. Metal spoons for the
dips are in the drawer labelled cutlery or serving implements. Forks for are in a
basket in the cupboard to the left of the sink or the cutlery drawer.

Do not use toothpicks as if any get inside the dishwasher they block the gears and
make it break down. There are plenty of forks.

Wine and grape juice are stored in labelled cupboards or in the fridge and you can
use plastic jugs to pour grape juice and wine.

Pour about 15 cups each of wine and grape juice on a regular Shabbat, more if
there is a simcha. Leave a pile of clean cups next to the bottles.

Extra supplies of wine and grape juice are in the machsan.

One of the kiddush team members should say kiddush unless there is a simcha or
someone else wants to say kiddush.



Clean Up

Platters need to be washed up by hand.

The dishwasher is under the sink to the right. Cups, forks, serving utensils and
plates can be stacked in the dishwasher. Leave any unwashed items in a plastic
bin and the cleaner will run a second dishwasher load.

All plastic and glass bottles with 30 Agarot deposit, plastic, glass and metal waste
should be placed in the bin labelled recycling.

Garbage bags are in a labelled drawer.

Dispose of trash in the shul dumpster located in a closet off the sidewalk to the
left of the kitchen entrance next to the Gan. Do not use the neighbors trash bin
across the street.

After the kiddush put the tables away. Sweep up. Clean the kitchen and sweep
the floor if necessary. Brooms are in the machsan adjacent to the men’s
bathroom.

Take used tablecloths and towels home to wash and return them by the following
Shabbat.
